Costume Eligibility:
· Costume must be of an invasive insect or disease that kills trees. Examples of ideal organisms would be: ALB, EAB, Ambrosia beetle, Gold spotted oak borer, SOD, gypsy moth, Sirex wood wasp. The only exception is that we WILL accept Mountain Pine Beetle costumes, despite their native status. 
· A single agency or group can enter multiple costumes of different species, but not multiple costumes of the same species.
· You do not need to attend the meeting to enter your costume. We have lined up special costume models in the form of local college students. All you must do is fill out the forms and send us the costume to arrive by September 30th, 2010.
· Our models will wear black pants and a black top by default. If you want the models to wear anything else, such as green pants for an EAB costume, you can request it. We make no guarantees that our models will be able to find that color garment in their closets per your request, but there is no harm in asking us and we’ll try to help.
